Temple of God: Temple not made of stones but better than stones: the human body,
~ the communion of believers. According to St. Paul, the Lord dwells in us through the
' Holy Spirit. If the Lord dwells in us through the Holy Spirit, we are a holy vessel of
God. Individually or communally, we truly are holy dwelling places of the Lord. God
- chose to dwell in us even to the extent of allowing His only begotten Son to be born
and live as human.

! Through Jesus’s humanity, we share in God’s divinity. This body that God dwells in is
a holy temple, a divine vessel, a tabernacle that houses the Holy of holies.

There are two things to reflect upon about temple of the Holy One: how do we keep
8'E ‘ this  human tabernacle holy and pure dwelling place of the Lord and how do we
make our church a holy sanctuary?

Be perfect, just as your Father in heaven is perfect. Parallel Gospels use the word righteous or holy for
perfect. To become God’s holy tabernacle, the Gospel reminds us of the Father’s perfection or righteousness
or holiness. If we imitate the perfect Father, the Lord dwell in us and remain with us forever.

Wow! Intimidating, huh? Well, as you already know, we share God’s divinity. Through the divine
that’s within, we can strive to be like the Father. We strive not for perfection but we strive to be just and lov-
ing and forgiving like the Father.
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The Father’s justice and love and forgiveness: The Old Testament illustrates a strict Father. He is
mad at the bad ones and punishes them severely. The same Old Testament illustrates a loving and forgiving
God. He continues to promise new life and new heaven and new earth to his chosen ones. Now, these people
he gets angry at and the people he promises newness to are the same people. God punishes but also relents. He
gets angry but he is also rich in kindness.

God invites us to imitate his justice and love and forgiveness. Justice is doing what is right and just to
the other, giving what the other deserves. He also challenges us to peaceful resolution of conflicts and to non-
violence or non-retaliation.

Paul, in his letter to the Corinthians, warned us: holy temples that we are, we must persevere to keep
this temple of the Lord pure and worthy as God’s dwelling place by avoiding the sin of regarding ourselves the
wise of this time. The thoughts of the wise, according to Paul, is vain. Now, the righteousness that God wants
us to have is not the wisdom of this age. For the wise of this age do not do what is just and do not seek recon-
ciliation and peaceable resolution to problems. God’s righteousness is humility and self-knowledge. The wise,
God destroys; the humble and the just, God preserves.
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The church, the sacred sanctuary: The place where we meet as a communion of God’s people needs
to be kept holy too. When Moses set foot on God’s holy ground, God advised him to keep the place sacred. He
visits God’s sanctuary pure, clean and disposed.

We, too, must observe the sacredness of the place where we gather to praise God because this appoint-
ed place called church or temple is sacred, a sanctuary of holiness.

Some of the things that we can do is to cleanse ourselves, our hearts from impurities when we visit the
Lord. If we have mortal sins, confess them and come clean. We must also observe the church sacredness by
our calmness: leave our pre-occupations behind, that way, we don’t come to visit with friends but to pray be-
fore the Lord. Finally, be predisposed. The Mass is to listen to the Word of God, to pray and to receive him in
the Eucharist. The Mass is not a show.

S¢é perfecto, asi como tu Padre celestial es perfecto. Los Evangelios Paralelos usan la palabra justo o
Santo para ser perfectos. Para convertirse en el sagrado tabernaculo de Dios, el Evangelio nos recuerda la per-
feccion del Padre, su justicia o santidad. Si imitamos al Padre perfecto, el Sefior habita en nosotros y permane-
ce con nosotros para siempre.

iWow! Intimidante, ;verdad? Bueno, como ya saben, compartimos la divinidad de Dios. A través de lo
divino que esta dentro, podemos esforzarnos por ser como el Padre. No nos esforzamos por la perfeccion, sino
que nos esforzamos por ser justos, amorosos y perdonadores como el Padre.
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La justicia, el amor y el perdén del Padre: El Antiguo Testamento ilustra un Padre estricto. Esta
enojado con los malos y los castiga severamente. El mismo Antiguo Testamento ilustra un Dios amoroso y
perdonador. El contintia prometiendo nueva vida y nuevo cielo y nueva tierra a sus elegidos. Ahora, esta gente
con las esta enojado y la gente a quien promete novedad son las mismas personas. Dios castiga, pero también
cede. Se enoja pero también es rico en bondad.

Dios nos invita a imitar su justicia, su amor y su perdon. La justicia esta haciendo lo que es justo y
justo para el otro, dando lo que el otro merece. También nos desafia a la resolucion pacifica de los conflictos y
a la no violencia o no represalias.

San Pablo, en su carta a los Corintios, nos advirti6: Santos templos que somos, debemos perseverar
para mantener este templo del Sefior puro y digno como morada de Dios, evitando el pecado de considerarnos
a nosotros mismos los sabios de este tiempo. Los pensamientos de los sabios, segun San Pablo, son vanos.
Ahora bien, la justicia que Dios quiere que tengamos no es la sabiduria de este siglo. Porque los sabios de esta
era no hacen lo que es justo y no buscan la reconciliacion y la resolucion pacifica de los problemas. La justicia
de Dios es humildad y autoconocimiento. Al sabio, Dios destruye; Al humilde y al justo, Dios conserva.
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La Iglesia, el santuario asustado: El lugar donde nos encontramos como una comunion del pueblo de
Dios necesita ser santificado también. Cuando Moisés puso el pie en la tierra Santa de Dios, Dios le aconsejo
que mantuviera Sagrado el lugar. El visitaba el santuario de Dios puro, limpio y dispuesto.

Nosotros también debemos observar la santidad del lugar donde nos reunimos para alabar a Dios,
porque este lugar designado llamado Iglesia o templo es sagrado, un santuario de santidad.
