Is Christ divided? If you have heard of ecumenism, which I believe you do, that begs the
- | question of unity of the church of Christ.

The problem of dis-unification is not recent. It is a thing of the past and still is true to today.
There are really big rifts and the division continues to exist and new divisions occur because of
S *-"l differences that cannot be patched.

Everyday any relationship, big or small, suffers different kinds of rifts. Sad to say but that

' happens due to each one’s uniqueness made bad with pride and excessive ego-centrism. “I am
entitled to this.” “This is my right.” “This is what I believe and it is right and true.” When we
start to use these lines, more often than not, we cause division.

{ Our own Catholic Church had seen a lot of divisions: the East (Orthodox Catholics) separated
from the West (Latin Rite), the reformers (Luther, Calvin, Zwingli) from the Roman Catholic
Church are just a few of those divisions that until now we struggle to understand and resolve.

This week we seek to unite. We pray for Christian Unity and advance dialogues that will help us work for
common grounds. Our recent popes made huge strides to at least heal our wounds and start to work together in building
up God’s Kingdom. Pope Francis lately was seen defying traditions in the most surprising dialogue with the Lutherans.
If it is a successful ecumenism no one knows except that we are hopeful that someday the future Church will reap

benefits from that extraordinary dialogue.

As we join the Church in praying for Christian unity, we look up to our saints who did not doubt the work of
God in all nations. How about the inspiration of Pope John Paul II and Saint Teresa of Calcutta?

Pope John Paul II sought to break walls and build bridges. Through his courageous missionary spirit, he urged
the Catholic faithful to be like Christ in welcoming all peoples of different backgrounds, colors, opinions or faith
professions.

St. Teresa of Calcutta more drastically broke walls. While she was not accepted by many Hindus for doubt that
she was to convert them to Catholicism. Despite the hatred and rejection, she did not stop attending to their needs.

Guided by the saints’ example, may we have the courage and the zeal to be more welcoming to others, respectful

to what they believe in and guide them should the need arise or if it is even possible.

While praying for Christian unity, our nation, too, calls for unity and cooperation. This time is a defining
moment for our nation as we welcome our new national government leaders headed by our new president. As citizens of
this nation, your pride of your nationalism and your love for nation building. On top of your priorities is to make sure
that the common good is served and that human rights are protected and upheld. It is through these ideals that each
citizen must not think twice to help this new government to succeed.

As a parish we can start with our persistent prayer and unfailing vigilance. Should we seek to divide, that is, to
keep pushing for our specific choice, then we cannot address the issues that are thrown to us and we make our situation
worse.

Let us follow the example of Jesus’ disciples. They all bonded with Jesus for they know that unity is strength.
