Great nation. God made a covenant with His chosen people: He will make Israel a
~ great nation. Time and again, God renewed His covenant with Israel because His
' chosen people chose to turn their backs from Him until He sent His only begotten Son,
who obediently did the Father’s will, in order that the covenant will be fulfilled. Jesus,
i the anointed One, did what we cannot do, and Jesus called all peoples back to the
Father and inaugurated New Israel.

'T am not a business minded person. I have no acumen building a business empire.
Many many years ago, a cousin invited me to join him in his new business venture.
When he was explaining to me the scheme, which was all about recruiting new
members and getting profit, my mind could hardly understand all that he said. To

f avoid more complications, I half-heartedly told him that I will try to do (recruit my
members for my team) my best.

Business is the last thing in my mind, or probably not there. Now, this business venture [ was invited to
join involved recruiting ten (10) more people who will compose my team. Recruitment could be easy, but not
when it involved money. I had no power to convince my (10) would be members to spend their money for a
promise of easy way to profit (which appears to be sweet talk only). Since I was not convinced of the promise,
I did not actually seek members for my team. I quitted from the venture later. Then my cousin did too.

Now let us talk about God’s offer to Israel to be made a great nation. We know of course that God’s
offer is not sweet talk. But using human voice to invite Israel to be with Him in making Israel a great nation,
the people were not easily convinced. They have to witness extraordinary events to get their trust. The sad part
though was the people’s infidelity; after seeing miracles, they lost their confidence in God.

The Transfiguration of Christ, witnessed by three apostles, was a turning point to God’s invitation to
His people to be a great nation. He called all peoples to be transformed and become New Israel: the Israelites,
first, the gentiles, next.

Becoming a great nation. Be like Jesus. Obedient. In other words, we have to be transformed.
Because we have not been faithful, we must strive to be transformed. Jesus and his three disciples went up the
mountain and there Jesus was transformed. We must also climb the mountain. On top of the mountain, we are
laid bare before the Lord, to know our hearts and to bless us with mercy and love.

Our Lenten exercises of prayer, fasting and alms-giving are our mountain to climb and conquer. And
there on top, we can claim God’s mercy and love so that we can have the fidelity to do what he commanded:
This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased: Listen to him.

Listen to Jesus. Two things: reading the Bible and prayer (Liturgy), and seeing/experiencing Christ in
every person (Christian living). After conquering our mountain, by the grace of Gods’ mercy and love, we
return to the plain full of humility following Jesus’ way to Calvary. We must take up our cross and follow
Jesus and that can only be done through our constant listening to Jesus.

Daily, we have the time to use for listening, not only for our daily concerns, but also for matters about
God. There are many opportunities in one day (24 hours) where we can devote our time to talk to God, to
listen to Him and to find Him in all the things we do and in all the people we meet or relate with. It is easy to
get to a mode of listening to God since the opportunity to do so is at all times and in all places. What makes
the difference is our commitment to give God our priority. Do we give God our priority just as John the
beloved did?

Just like Wednesdays during regular times,
the chapel door will be open for you to come in. Look
for the sign over the phone on the counter to the right.
It will either direct you to:

* call the office, if no priest is already there. You will
then pick up the phone which connects you directly to
the office. Tell them you are asking for confession and
then have a seat. We will send a priest over as soon as
possible.

Or
* to have a seat and wait if the priest is already there.
When the priest is done with whomever was there
ahead of you, he will come back through the chapel
entry to see if anyone else is waiting. You will then
follow him into the confessional.

There will be confession guidelines available in the
chapel area for your use.

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The Singh family lives in Deipur Village in Block Kanas, Puri district, Odisha state in Eastern India. They

receive assistance through CRS’ Community-Based Disaster Preparedness (CBDP) program. CBPD provides a

range of disaster preparedness and resilience interventions, such as livestock vaccinations, improved varie-

ties of rice that can withstand flooding, kitchen gardens, bag gardens and nutrition education. All of these

interventions help the family withstand natural disasters and personal crises, and often allows them to save

money for other family needs.

The 3 goals of CBPD are 1) preparedness, 2) mitigating agriculture and livestock losses, and 3) early

recovery, which includes kitchen gardens because they’re fast growing.

CRS runs CBPD in partnership with the Society for Women Action Development (SWAD) and also

received technical assistance from the Central Rice Research Institute. CBDP receives funding from the

COFRA Foundation in Europe.
